Now, when you go back through the Bible, you will know
who it’s about — those from among today’s Caucasian people who
are typically recognized as descended from the Northwest
European peoples and are the physical offspring of Abraham, Isaac
and Jacob. This knowledge is going to help you make much more
sense of the Bible because you can identify God’s covenant people
today and their biblical heritage.

Make sure you do not go beyond a word you do not
understand. This book was carefully written to highlight the
definitions of certain words so you can better understand the
meaning of words and their application.

Make sure you go back to a previous section or chapter if
necessary and reread it until you feel you have a firm grasp of
what is written before you proceed to the next.

Take time to ponder and answer the questions at the end of
each chapter. They are designed to help you review what you
have read and studied, and confirm your own conclusions.

In other words, don’t rush through this book. It’s foundational to

understanding what the Bible says and sets the groundwork for the
rest of the books in this series. Take the time to absorb it, think
about it, and test it.
